	POLICE DV PROJECT BOARD UPDATE

RJ advised that the HMIC Baseline Assessment last year identified some areas of concern for improvement.  From Oct 06 prioritisation within CPP Dept of key strands of work that are core components of how deal with DV; general awareness trg; looking at how conduct effective risk assessments in DV crimes.  Then how most effectively prioritise the cases through the courts.

TW advised that a Project Board was established comprising partners and Police.  Currently classified as Poor but now aiming to work towards Good.  Identified key areas that need to be actioned.  Progressing a Standard Operating Procedure, which has been drafted and is currently out for feedback.  Also worked closely with Janet Frost re Risk Assessment.  

Workshop Monday 19/2 where clarity of where we are at will be given.

Also looking at framework of performance measures.  

Anne Bodsworth queried whether would be beneficial if Womens Aid spoke with victims.  TW felt that this was an offer to be accepted.
